• AWARD INFORMATION • 
1)   A successful applicant may retain eligibility for future scholarship awards by 
      continuing to meet all eligibility requirements and by providing proof of class 
      completion with a minimum average grade of C. 
 
2)   The scholarship check will be presented to the recipient's school for the Fall 
      2009 semester.
